Dr. Vladimir Samuel Petlakh was born on March 20, 1931 in a small village
near Gomel, Belarus. He and his family survived the Holocaust. He went on to
attend medical school, and became a prominent Oncological Surgeon. He
married the love of his life Erika (Stera) Isserlis with whom he happily lived for
66 years. He worked in Bobruisk as the Surgical Director of the Oncological
Bobruisk Medical Center; and was highly regarded and respected, treating
many patients with compassion, kindness and dignity. In 1991, he immigrated
with his family to Michigan where he continued to help patients, his family and
those around him that needed his advice. He spent his life caring for others,
being a source of wisdom for many and always keeping his sense of humor.
He will forever be remembered by his family and friends as a strong,
intelligent, and a selfless person. As many who knew him would agree, he
was someone you only encounter once in a lifetime.
